1. A Pecha Kucha presentation consists of 15 slides. Each slide will be displayed for exactly 20 seconds. The whole presentation will take 15 x 20 seconds (5 minutes).

2. We want to hear about the professional YOU. Our Pecha Kucha is not about institutions, it’s about people. What are your projects / research about? What are you working on at the moment? Do you have some profession-related hobbies (taking photos of gloves found in streets, blogging about parking, writing poetry about planning, etc etc)? What are your dreams? What are you looking for(ward to)? What do you find amusing in the world? Who do you admire? Feel free to talk about anything that you feel is important in the context of cities / space and cross-border cooperation. 
Keep in mind that the slides will switch automatically after every 20 seconds.
3. Please make the first slide a white slide that has your name in big black letters in the centre – so we will have some unity / visual structure throughout the session.
